Emphasizes conservation
performance - earn higher
payments for higher levels of
conservation that address
natural resource concerns.

ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY
INCENTIVES PROGRAM

Producers receive assistance
to implement conservation
practices that address natural
resource concern outlines in a
conservation plan.
